FAO Food Price Index, FAO, January 12

The FAO Food Price Index averaged 211 points in December 2011, 2.4 percent down from November and
11.3 percent below its February 2011 peak. Sharp falls in international prices of cereals, sugar and oils were
behind the December decline. Bumper crops coupled with slowing demand and a stronger US dollar weighed
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on prices of most commodities.

Although famine conditions have eased in some parts of the country, 3.7 million Somalis are still in need of
humanitarian assistance. Nearly one million Somalis live in exile, and 1.5 million are displaced and
experiencing famine conditions. All parties must ensure immediate and unfettered access to those in need of
emergency humanitarian assistance. Total U.S. humanitarian assistance to the region since October 1, 2010 is
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$870 million, $205 million of which has been used for Somalia.

President Obama's L'Aquila pledge of $3.5 billion became Feed the Future, the U.S. government's global
hunger and food security initiative. These reversed decades of underinvestment in food security, especially
agricultural development and preventative nutrition. FTF encompasses all U.S. government agricultural
investments and changes the structure and focus of such investments to avoid a myopic focus on increased
food production alone. We also incorporate high-leverage interventions, such as those related to improved
nutrition and women’s empowerment.

The plan calls for 259
offices, labs and other facilities to be closed, affecting the USDA headquarters in Washington and operations
in 46 states. Seven foreign offices also will be shut.
