The legislation would provide $47.2 billion in the next budget year, including $7.6 billion for the 
Global War on Terror fund. That money pays for security forces and police in Iraq and backs up 
civilian programs for counterinsurgency efforts in Afghanistan.

The market has 
done what decades of political wrangling couldn't: slash farm subsidies. Though the subsidy payments always 
ebbed and flowed with crop prices, many economists are convinced that what is happening now is different. A 
fundamental upward shift in crop prices is creating the real possibility that Midwestern farmers won't ever 
again qualify for the primary form of farm subsidy.
