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Introduction

The survey of the United States was conducted by Knowledge Networks (KN), a polling, social science, and
market research firm in Menlo Park, California. The survey was conducted between January 17 and
February 6, 2008, with a total sampl e of 1,029 Amer
respondent panel and answered questions on screens in their own homes. The margin of sampling error is

approximately plus or minus 3.1 percentage points.

The survey was fielded using a r-scag mtiohwde esdreh paned. d s a
This panel is itself randomly selected from the national population of households with telephones. These
households are subsequently provided Internet access for the completion of surveys (and thus the sample
is not limited to those in the population who already have Internet access). The distribution of the sample in
the Web-enabled panel closely tracks the distribution of United States Census counts for the U.S.
population eighteen years of age or older on age, race, Hispanic ethnicity, geographical region, employment
status, income, education, etc. Poststratification weights are applied to the sample based on gender, age,
race, education, region, metro area, and Internet access to adjust for any nonresponse or nhoncoverage
biases. The panel is recruited using stratified random digit dialing (RDD) telephone sampling. RDD provides
a nonzero probability of selection for every U.S. household with a telephone. Households that agree to
participate in the panel are provided with free Web access and an Internet appliance (if necessary), which
uses a telephone line to connect to the Internet and uses the television as a monitor. For more information
